Certificate of Completion
This certificate program can be taken in 11-week segments, or 3 quarters.  The computer educational program is comprised of intensive, hands-on, step-by-step training.  A compatible IBM computer is furnished at the school so that individuals can set their own study pace outside of scheduled class time. 

Students who complete this certificate program will achieve competency in the Microsoft Office Professional Software package as well as learn the fundamentals of networking.  Use of Internet browsers and email are covered as well as their integration into the Microsoft office suite of applications.  Preparation for the Microsoft Office User Specialist Certification is integrated into the curriculum if the student wishes to pursue it.  The hardware classes prepare the student for A+ Hardware Certification if the student wishes to pursue that also.
