	What we offer

First Aid:  Participants learn to recognize the signs and symptoms of injuries and sudden illness. Crucial information about how to deal with emergencies like shock, burns, strains, strokes, and seizures is shared.
CPR and AED for the Community & Workplace:  Based on the most current science and guidelines, students master necessary skills for the administration of CPR and AED. Learn to provide basic life support and what to do in case of an airway obstruction or choking on all age groups. These can be taught as one complete or two separate courses.

CPR PRO for the Professional Rescuer:  Professional level emergency cardiac care for adult and pediatric emergencies, including bag valve mask procedures with two-person technique. This class is for healthcare providers only.
Childcare and Babysitting Safety (CABS):  CABS is a community education program that covers child safety and basic care techniques for infants and children. Developed in conjunction with the American Academy of Pediatrics.
Water Safety:  Basic training in aquatic safety, rescue, and risk management (drowning prevention)

Pet First Aid and CPR:  Provides information on caring for dogs and cats, as well as guidance about when pets should be taken to the veterinarian for professional care. This program has the ASPCA seal of approval.
	These are just some of the courses we provide. Other courses are:  Emergency Oxygen Administration, Bloodborne Pathogens, Essentials in Emergency Care, Hazard Communication, and more. And coming soon, Emergency Responder, the prerequisite course for First Responder national certification with NREMT.
